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Help Out: Architectural Control Committee

The Highlands 460 Architectural Control Committee is the
group that evaluates projects and acts to promote compliance
with the covenants. The H460 Board of Directors does not
become involved in the covenant “enforcement” process unless a
homeowner wishes to appeal an ACC decision. The ACC is made
up of resident volunteers who serve at the pleasure of the Board
of Directors. They are appointed by the board, and individuals
can be removed by the board.

Because this is a volunteer organization, there is no office or
full-time receptionist to answer phones, mail and email. All the
committee members have other full-time jobs that keep them
busy during the week. We check phone messages, emails and
mail at least once a week. Residents of the Highlands 460 should
keep this in mind when making a request.

It often takes several days for the mail to get to the P.O. Box
and can take up to a week for someone to retrieve the mail from
the P.O. Box. Once that is done, the committee needs time to
assign the request to the volunteer in charge of a particular area
of request. They need time to schedule their reviews of requests
into their normal work and home schedule.

The average request takes about two weeks but can be up to
30 days; so plan ahead before submitting any request.

The ACC has set a goal to have all requests responded to
within two weeks. We would like to shorten the average time for
a request to one week.

To that end the ACC is seeking new members. With three
active members now, the added help will make for a manageable
work load for all. One of the most beneficial positions would be
someone who could keep up with the hotline, email and letters at
the P.O. Box and keep track of these on a spreadsheet.

The homeowner selected would not respond to anything or
write any letters but would be the manager to be sure the rest of
the ACC members are responding to all inquiries. The position
would include the following basic duties:

* Collect and track phone messages on the hotline and

direct calls;

e Pick up mail at the P.O. Box or get it from a board member;

e Collect and track email questions and requests;

e Assign ACC members to each questions, inquiries, and

requests for improvements;

e Keep track of all questions, inquiries, and requests for

improvements on an Excel spreadsheet;

* Follow up with the ACC member on responses;

* Maintain hard files.

Other volunteers are needed to help with specific areas, such
as fencing, sheds, patios and decks, roofing, RV and trailer
issues. Contact Rob Refvem, ACC chairman, at 303-694-0575,
if you wish to volunteer and help your fellow neighbors.

Letter to Editor: Dues Increase

I am writing in response to the “Dues News” article in the July
2007 newsletter. After reading the article and upon reflecting on
my time several years ago serving on the board as treasurer, it
appears to me that one very important aspect when considering
dues increases has been inadvertently left out of this article.
Furthermore, this information does not appear to be published on
the Highlands 460 website.

As I recall, the Highlands 460 homeowner’s association has a
large buildup of cash that is being invested in short- and long-
term investment pools and is not being used for any specific
Highlands 460 current or future community events or any other
particular events that may benefit the Highlands 460 neighbor-
hood (eg, ad-hoc or on-going financial partnerships with
Arapahoe county or the city of Centennial).

I don’t seem to recall exactly what is mentioned in our
covenants about potential large cash buildup situations and the
related disposition for our homeowner’s association. If our
covenants are silent on this financial matter, it seems to me that
since our association is in a covenant-changing era this financial
matter should be addressed.

Would you please inform our Highlands 460 neighbors by
reporting current balance information on the Highlands 460
investment funds as well as current and future plans for this cash?
Despite the low annual cost per homeowner for the dues, I believe

that we would all want to make a complete and informed decision
regarding a request for potential dues increase in relation to the
large invested cash balance.

Editor’s Note: The Board of Directors agenda for the Aug. 1
board meeting calls for a discussion and reporting of the finances
of the H460 homeowners association.

Legal Details

The majority of residents in filings 1 and 2 agreed that we
need the ability to update our covenants. We are nearing the same
decision by filings 3 and 4 as homeowners take time to sign the
covenant change proposal. Filing 5 is scheduled for early 2008.

What is next? As many of you know from discussions about
the covenant change process, the way H460’s legal council
advised the board to tackle this project leaves one more step.

Homeowners in each filing will need to sign another change
that combines five separate but equivalent covenants (just differ-
ent boundary descriptions) into one set of covenants that applies
to all filings.

There will be more information about this final step starting this
month at the picnic and on the website. Volunteers from every fil-
ing will be needed for an hour here and an hour there to help pre-
pare for and collect the next round of signatures and to help with
special information and planning meetings. Your participation will
be an important part of making this work for our community.

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RTD News

RTD has either been in the news or can’t stay out of the news
depending on how you look at it.

The Denver Post reported the FasTracks program growth out
of control and short revenue all before the first shovel turned dirt.
Well, their dire warnings crumbled in the
face of reality. As prudent project man-
agers, the RTD staff scrubbed the num-
bers, as they do every year, and
determined the truth to be far short of the
allegation.

Material costs including concrete,
steel, copper, etc., have skyrocketed
beyond all predictions mainly due to
incredible demand in China and India.
Notwithstanding, other offsets are avail-
able to the board to contain costs mainly
through public-private partnerships that will afford the taxpayers
promised service levels.

Based on a program snap-shot today, RTD has an anticipated
a short-fall of some 12 percent. This is a manageable number.
RTD has successfully managed similar situations on four differ-
ent light rail projects and will do the same on FasTracks. All
recent RTD light rail projects faced similar project creep vs avail-
able dollar situation. End result, each time, RTD completed every
corridor on time and budget as promised. Bottom line, I believe
that we will do the same.

The tragic histories of public projects running out of control
are legendary primarily due to project creep, revenue project
shortfalls, coupled with poor, to really poor, project management.

RTD is positioned to manage project growth, has a proven histo-
ry of project fiscal management, and will make program manage-
ment choices involving the private sector that have become the
national model for doing it right. The RTD board is committed to
FasTracks and is selecting options to neutralize material cost
increases with program management savings that are readily
available.

That said, how is TREX doing? Ridership on the Southeast
light rail is a little above projections at more than 62,000 riders
per average weekday. In addition, the pedestrian bridge that spans
I-25 from the Dry Creek Station opened June 7. Design for the
pedestrian access into Park Meadows Mall from the County Line
station is being completed and will open mid to late 2008.

Light rail fare inspector staffing has increased toward the end
of February. The total number of contacts made of patrons with-
out fares from January 1, 2007 to May 29, 2007 is 9,853. A total
of 774 citations were written in the same time period.
